First, click on the TextAid link in Blackboard. This will set up your TextAid account. Install the
extension for your browser (Chrome, Firefox, Edge, or Opera) and the bookmarklet (suitable
for all browsers.) When you are on the internet, click on the bookmarklet or extension.
Highlight the material and click listen. The extension has a tool called Snapshot that allows you
to highlight an image with text and have the text read to you. Here is what they look like:
